Rules 

1. Open to all tractor makes/models with rubber tires.  No duals, steel, spades, spikes, grouser pads or 

tracks. 

2. Open to all antique vehicles with rubber tires. 

3. All drivers must have a valid driver’s license. 

4. All drivers must have liability insurance. 

5. All drivers must sign a waiver of liability before starting the ride. 

6. All tractors/trucks must have a SMV (slow moving vehicle) sign visible. 

7. Minimum of 10 MPH. 

8. Must be in good mechanical condition and have working brakes. 

9. Obey all traffic laws and follow all posted highway signs.  NO PASSING. 

10. NO ALCOHOL.  This is a zero tolerance policy.  

11. One rider per tractor unless tractor is manufactured with a buddy seat. 

12. No pulling of carts, wagons, trailers, implements, people movers, campers, or pull behinds of any kind. 

13. A cab or roll guard requires the use of seat belts.  Please be sure they are used. 

14. DRIVE SAFELY: Safety is the most important part of the ride.  Be careful and alert at all times. 

15. And most of all, please use common sense.  We are here to have a fun & safe drive.

All risk of injury, accident, or liability whatsoever, regardless of cause will be assumed by the driver.  Lanesville Heritage Weekend, 

its officers and board members will not be held responsible for any claim/costs resulting from activities connected with the tractor 

ride.  I attest and verify that I have full knowledge of the risks involved in this event and am physically able and sufficiently trained to 

participate in this event.
